DECISION ITEM: Pine Lake Village Mobile Home Park — Derating to OWTS.

The Pine Lake Village Mobile Home Park has submitted a Regulation No. 22.7 Site Application to derate
its treatment system. The current treatment facility consists of a 16,000-gallon three-chamber septic tank
and four 100’ X 105’ leach fields. The existing OWTS design and permitted capacity is 7,090 gpd. The
observed average daily wastewater flow is 2,369 gpd. It is proposed to split the collection system reducing
the flow to less than 2,000 gpd creating two systems rated at 2,000 gpd and 1,000 gpd, and derate the
entire system from the state. The Weld County Department of Public Health and Environment has
approved the site application. The Site Application for derating the Pine Lake Village Mobile Home Park
system is available online here:
